Roy Beckemeyer owes his co-author, the editor of KSN, and the recipients of the Kansas School Naturalist an apology for a very serious 	error that has resulted from his carelessness in labelling a slide and his inattention in allowing an incorrectly identified damselfly picture to get into print.  The middle left hand photo on page 12 is NOT No. 26.  Enallagma exsulans.  It is a species that does not even occur in 	Kansas.  Somehow I inadvertently associated my specimens of Enallagma exsulans with this photo which was taken at the same site.  The species depicted is either Enallagma boreale  or Enallagma cyathigerum.   Enallagma exsulans  has nearly the entire dorsum of abdominal segments 1-8 and 10 in the male black (segment 9 is entirely 	blue), and the entire dorsum of segments 1-8 black in the female, with the anterior half of 9 black and 10 entirely pale.  I deeply regret the confusion and difficulty this inexcusable error will cause those who use this publication.  Thanks to Dennis Paulson for alerting me to my mistake so that I could make this correction.  Roy Beckemeyer, 23 April, 1998.
